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Adult Confirmation
Are you an adult who has not received the Sacrament of Confirmation? Adult Catholics (ages
15 years and older) who have been baptized, received First Eucharist and practicing their
faith but have not celebrated the Sacrament of Confirmation are invited
to participate in a preparation program.
In the Sacrament of Confirmation the individual’s baptism is reinforced and sealed. This
sacrament, like Baptism, is only celebrated once. It is closely linked with Baptism in that there
is an anointing with oil (Chrism), laying on of hands, and a special activity of the Holy Spirit.
When celebrated apart from Baptism and First Communion, the bishop or a priest
designated by him is the minister of Confirmation.The preparation program comprises of six
sessions.

FOCUS Missionary Priest to Visit St. Jerome
The weekend of June 8-9, 2024, Father Gabriel Gillen, O.P. 
will be visiting our parish on behalf of Fellowship of 
Catholic University Students (FOCUS). Father Gabriel 
serves as a National Chaplain for FOCUS and is assigned 
to the priory of Saint Dominic in Washington, D.C. Fr. Gabriel
is a graduate of State University of New York in
Stony Brook and worked for several years as a Stockbroker 
on Wall Street.  After visiting Medjugorje, he returned to the
 sacraments and felt a call to the priesthood.  He studied in 
Rome earning degrees from the Angelicum and was 
ordained in 2000 by John Cardinal Foley in Subiaco, Italy. 
Prior to his role at FOCUS, he served for ten years as Vicar Provincial for
Development for the Province of Saint Joseph to support the record number of
vocations to the priesthood. In addition, he has served as the director of the
Rosary Shrine of Saint Jude; a college chaplain at New York University; a
chaplain at Sloan Kettering Memorial Hospital; and is currently chaplain and
honorary member of the Fishers Island Club in New York. FOCUS is a national
organization serving college students at more than 232 campus/locations
including eight international locations, 23 parish venues and nine digital
expansion campuses. More than 970 FOCUS missionaries invite college
students into a relationship with Christ and His Church, while equipping them
for a lifetime of Catholic evangelization.
